This year, City
arks informed us that "Our WEEDING
rojects at Nose Hill are all assigned and
losed to the public because they are
ither a school or family that won’t be
orking with others. That is why we did

not advertise them."  The planned
Stewardship Programs at Nose Hill were
undertaken by Sir Winston Churchill High
School at the Brisebois parking lot; by St.
Henry School grades 4,5,6, at the culvert
entrance; and by a private family group at
64 Ave. & 14 St. NW. 

There is a new EDRR (Early Detection
Rapid Response) report form for invasive
weed sites, using GPS, photos, and dates
for weeds on the provincial list. There is
no official timeline for submitting the
information. Any participation is
appreciated, so submit your observations
whenever it is easiest for you and you
have some spare time (weather
permitting).

The City of Calgary is creating a 30-
year vision for a sustainable, efficient and
effective open space system. It will serve
as the foundation for future City of
Calgary Parks 10-year strategic plans
and short-term business plans. A 2nd
draft of "ImagineParks" was posted
(www.calgary.ca/imagineparks) before it
proceeds to Council in spring 2014. To
provide comments you can use the
comment box online or send an e-mail to
parks@calgary.ca.

The City Parks Department has
resumed work on a Biodiversity Plan. The

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City of Calgary is required to produce a
Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP), which will
focus on biodiversity planning and
management in our city. The BAP will
align with the 2020 Sustainability
Direction and the Municipal Development
Plan. Internal and external stakeholders

The public will also be invited
to provide input as the process moves
forward.

Join us for our guest speaker: Dr. Alessandro Massolo who will share his preliminary
findings from the “Urban Coyote Study” with the community and answer your questions
about the controversial catch and release program. The Urban Coyote Study by the
University of Calgary, is conducted in co-operation with City Parks.

Dr. Massolo is a wildlife biologist, with expertise in wildlife ecology and mammal
behaviour. His research uses physiology, mathematics, and IT (information technologies)
to study intestinal parasites in animals and humans. He teaches at the University of
Calgary in the Veterinary School. In addition, he has founded the Wildlife Ecology and
Spatial Epidemiology Laboratory (WEASEL) and co-founded the interdisciplinary Wildlife
Disease Ecology Group (iWEG). One of his projects concerns urban coyotes and domestic
dogs, using GPS.
